7.1 Research on clean energy 
 
7.2.1 Policy to ensure that all renovations and new constructions comply with energy 

efficiency standards (relevant standards to be specified)  
  

A policy in effect since 2017 has been ensuring all renovations/new builds must follow 
energy efficiency standards. Thaksin University has announced an energy conservation policy,  
reviewed in 2022 in accordance with the Ministerial Regulations prescribing standards, criteria, 
and methods for energy management in controlled factories and buildings of 2009, as well as 
Sections 27 and 31 of the Thaksin University Act of 2008. The aim is to establish an energy 
conservation policy to serve as a guideline for energy operations, promoting the efficient and 
optimal use of energy. This involves the implementation of appropriate energy management 
system development, making energy conservation an integral part of Thaksin University's 
operations, in compliance with relevant laws and regulations. It ensures the continuous 
improvement of energy resource efficiency at Thaksin University in alignment with appropriate 
technology operations, the development of an energy management system, and the provision 
of necessary support for energy development at the university. Energy conservation is 
considered the responsibility of everyone at Thaksin University, and there must be a review of 
the energy policy, objectives, and action plans of the university. 

The university is currently developing a comprehensive internal policy to ensure that 
all new construction and renovation projects follow energy efficiency standards. 

There are plans to establish internal standards, such as adopting the Building Energy 
Code (BEC), using energy-saving materials, and implementing energy consumption monitoring 
systems to enhance overall performance. 
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New construction and renovation projects must undergo an energy efficiency assessment before 
operation. This is an example of energy efficiency standards of new builds in Thaksin University:

Thaksin University has launched the TSU Entrepreneurship and Learning Center at the 
Songkhla Campus, also known as “TSU ICON.” This building serves as a hub for entrepreneurship 
and learning, marking a significant milestone in the university’s commitment to fostering a 
dynamic Campus Life environment. 

Meticulously designed by one of Thailand’s leading architects, the building reflects the 
cultural heritage identity of Southern Thailand, embodying the university’s mission to preserve, 
extend, and develop local wisdom and culture. 

The eight-story structure features commercial and operational spaces on floors 1–4, 
while floors 5–8 comprise 50 residential units and additional facilities designed to support the 
development of students toward an entrepreneurial society.
