Thaksin University has adopted a LEAN policy aimed at reducing waste at the source, 
improving work processes, and maximizing the efficient use of resources to achieve effective and 
environmentally friendly waste management. This policy is implemented across all university 
units through practices that focus on minimizing the use of single-use and disposable items.

 Thaksin University recognizes the importance of energy and environmental conservation. 
Therefore, the university has established guidelines covering measures for air conditioner usage, 
electricity and lighting management, elevator use, water consumption, e lectrical equipment 
usage, paper reduction, and environmental protection.

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The university has promoted the use of various online systems to reduce paper 
consumption, such as the electronic document system (e-DOC), electronic meeting system     
(e-Meeting), electronic educational quality assessment system (e -SAR), registration system, 
dormitory management system, leave request system, and systems for reporting repairs related 
to electricity, water supply, sanitation, physical infrastructure, as well as a vehicle reservation 
system. For activities that still require paper, the university encourages double-sided printing and 
the reuse of document envelopes. 

In addition, the Central Administration Office has approved the installation of 200 
drinking water dispensers across the university areas during 2024–2025, providing free access for 
students and staff in order to reduce plastic bottle consumption. University cafeterias have been 
instructed to eliminate the use of plastic cups and offer discounts to those who bring their own 
reusable containers (Green Canteen). University activities and seminars are also required to use 
reusable utensils, reducing the use of  plastic cups, plates, and cutlery (Green Event). 
Furthermore, campaigns have been launched to encourage students and staff to “Bring Your 
Own Cup” to reduce single-use containers.
