14.3 Supporting aquatic ecosystems through action 
 

14.3.2 Policy to Ensure that Food on Campus from Aquatic Ecosystems Is Sustainably 
Harvested 

 

Thaksin University has adopted a policy on the ethical and sustainable procurement of  
food ingredients and related supplies. The University oversees a transparent selectio n process 
for external vendors who rent space to operate food businesses on campus, including meals, 
snacks, beverages, fruits, and desserts for students and university personnel. 
 

To promote environmental responsibil ity—particularly in relation to aquatic 
ecosystems—the University has introduced procurement conditions that require the use of 
aquatic food sourced from legal, traceable, and sustainably harvested fisheries.  Vendors 
are encouraged to prioritize products from community-based fisheries, coastal conservation 
areas, and local green markets that do not violate seasonal fishing bans or ecological protection 
zones. 

 

In the past academic year, the University established ethical and sustainability 
requirements summarized as follows: 

1) Vendors must offer safe, diverse food options that comply with religious dietary 
practices, especially for Thai Buddhists and Thai Muslims. 

2) Menu types and pricing must not change unless approved by the University. 
3) Foam containers are prohibited; vendors must reduce plastic usage and prioritize 

biodegradable packaging. 
4) Beverage shops must use transparent or paper cups only when necessary. 
5) Vendors must maintain strict hygiene practices, clean utensils, proper clothing, annual 

medical check-ups, waste management, and pest control. 
6) Vendors must cooperate with University inspection committees at all times. 
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7) All vendors must meet “Clean Food Good Taste” standards. 
8) Pre-packaged or aquatic products sold on campus must display clear labels, 

production dates, and expiration dates. 
9) Utensils must be stored safely in covered containers to prevent contamination from 

insects or animals. 
10) Wastewater, oils, and food scraps must not be discharged into drainage systems to 

prevent environmental contamination. 
11) Through these measures, Thaksin University ensures that food consumed on campus 

protects public health while supporting the conservation of aquatic ecosystems and 
sustainable resource use.
