The program aims to develop scholars with professional expertise in sustainable
development that is compatible with local ecology, social context, and cultural identity. It
establishes a foundation for integrating multidisciplinary knowledge to prevent and solve
problems arising from social, economic, and environmental development at local, national, and
international levels. The goal is to produce doctoral graduates in Sustainable Development who
possess morality, ethics, academic integrity, and the following key qualifications:

Comprehensive academic competence: Graduates must demonstrate a deep
understanding of theories, research methodologies—both quantitative and qualitative—and
systematic planning and analysis in sustainable development.

Research capability to generate new knowledge: Graduates are expected to conduct
research that contributes to new knowledge in one or more dimensions of sustainable
development, including social and cultural development, politics and governance, education,
economy and management, natural resources and environmental management, science and
technology, and public health and well-being

This learning philosophy supports the development of high-level experts capable of
applying knowledge across disciplines and generating solutions that enhance sustainable

progress for society.
